Beginning implementation of the Minnesota

* |n 2012 hundreds of people from many sectors
participated in developing the Healthy Homes
Strategic Plan, published by MDH in November,
and in planning for the Alliance for Healthy
Homes and Communities. The Alliance initiative
advances key strategies in the state plan which
were also identified as priorities by the members.
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1. Best Practice Asthma Care

 Include home environmental assessments
and interventions as covered services for all
children with moderate and severe asthma.

* Best practice care includes clinical services,
pharmacological interventions,
patient/family education and home
environmental assessments and
iImprovements.
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2. Robust Lead Poisoning Prevention

* In 2012 the CDC concluded that there is no safe level of
blood lead for children. Congress eliminated the CDC
lead poisoning prevention grant program, which had
supported the very successful Minnesota efforts for 18
years.

* Keep state level monitoring and case management
assistance in place, while expanding the capacity of
local public health agencies to intervene when children
with elevated lead levels above 5ug/dL are found.

* Provide MA reimbursement for lead case management
services provided by local agencies.
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3. Establishing Standards for
Inspection and Repair

e Stakeholders identified the need for
establishing quality standards for home
health and safety inspections and for
corrective measures.

* Individuals and organizations who want
healthy homes services need to know what
they should be getting for their investment.
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4. Information, Training and Technical
Assistance

Stakeholders identified that they needed
trusted sources of information, general and
specialized training, and technical assistance.

Services need to be available electronically
and through personal contact to reach the
populations most in need.
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5. Support for Local Leadership

Grant support for multi-sector initiatives to
improve the health of the housing in their
community, for planning, implementation
and evaluation.
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6. Support for MDH Leadership for
Healthy Homes

 MDH leadership across state agencies, across
sectors, and in support of local actions is vital
to the success of this initiative.

Homelessness
— Minneapolis, St. Paul, and Duluth school districts reported 3,318 homeless children
— Hennepin County also saw an average of 335 homeless families seeking shelter, the highest
number seeking shelter in twelve years
— Abouthal f of Minnesota’s homel2dass popul ati on

Rental
— 70% of renters in MN with incomes below $35,000 and 50% of renters overall are cost
burdened by housing costs

— 2.7% vacancy rate in Twin Cities; 2 years the vacancy rate has been below 5%

— Ave increase of $17 to $951 for rent in the Twin Cities from last quarter; highest jump since
2001

Homeownership

— Estimated to have almost 20,000 foreclosures in 2012; still nearly 3 times the rate of
foreclosure in 2005

— Minnesota is ranked 15t among the 50 states for highest homeownership rate; but 45t for
African Americans, 415t for Latinos; 36t for Asians, and 35t for Native Americans

— The number of pre-foreclosure notices down ~30% compared to two years ago

Create Jobs and Workforce Housing

* For every 100 family apartments constructed in a typical lowincome
housing tax credit development, an estimated 122 construction related

jobs are created, followed by 30 permanent jobs. (National Association of
Home Builders, March 2010)

* Studies of corporate executives have found the availability and cost of
housing plays a role in where businesses decide to build, relocate, or
expand their operations. (Gambale, 2009, Area Development)

 Renter incomes have fallen 16% since 2000, while rents have increased
6%. (Decennial Census, 2000; American Community Survey, 2011)

Better School Performance

* Children with stable housing—even living in poverty—do better in school
than children without stable housing. Students who are homeless or
highly mobile have chronically worse reading and math scores than
children with stable housing. (Masten, 2012, U of MN)

Provide Return on Investments (ROI)

e State investments in affordable housing leverage resources
from private, foundation, federal, and local sources.

* Foreclosure counseling in Minnesota costs $400 per family,
while each foreclosure costs communities, municipalities, and
lenders $52,000. (Gabriel & Todd, Minneapolis Federal
Reserve Bank, 2010; MN Home Ownership Center 2010
Annual Report)

* |In 2010, supportive housing, which helps homeless people
maintain housing, generated at least $123 million for
Minnesota taxpayers, returning $1.44 for every public dollar
invested. (Chase, D a | aDiaz, 2012, Wilder Research)

State program created in 2012 with strong bipartisan support
(32 total authors!)

Administered by MnDOT to fund infrastructure (sidewalks,
signals, walk bridges, etc.) and non-infrastructure (staffing,
training, etc.) to establish local SRTS programs.

In 2013 we are seeking funding (both general fund and
bonding); amount TBD. Rep. Melissa Hortman is chief author.

Children need at least 60 minutes of physical activity daily.

SRTS can play a critical role in reversing the alarming
nationwide trend toward childhood obesity and inactivity by
creating safe opportunities for children to walk and bike to
school.
